1. Motion by Ald. Wojnicz and seconded by Ald. Holzem to approve the minutes of the October 8, 2012 Parking Board meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. Review of parking lot revenue from 2012. 
Chief Ward presented a spread sheet containing revenue and parking statistics.

3. Discussion / Decision of parking stall rentals costs.
Motion by Ald. Holzem and seconded by David Holzem to charge the fees outlined below for seasonal parking passes and stall rentals. Motion carried unanimously.

$150 for Daily Parking Pass in lots 2, 3 and 8. $300 for reserved parking stalls in lots 2 and 3. 

Current reserved stalls in lots 5 and 6 are allowed and grandfathered at their existing rate. Other restrictions set by Chief Ward.
4. Discussion / Decision on future pay station implementation. 

Chief Ward presented a map with current and possible future locations for pay station kiosks.

Motion by Ald. Holzem and seconded by Mayor Landers to purchase and place a total of three pay stations at Eddy St. @ Lacrosse St., Eddy St. @ Broadway and in front of Lot #5. Chief Ward to research a plan on implementing pay station(s) adjacent to City Lot #4. Motion carried unanimously.

5. Discussion / Decision on new parking signage.

Chief Ward recommended new public parking signs and showed examples. 

Motion by Mayor Landers and seconded by Ald. Holzem to accept Chief Ward’s new signage proposal. Motion carried unanimously.

6. Discussion / Decision on parking lot repairs.

Discussion on reviewing and ranking parking lots for future repairs. No action taken.

7. Discussion on new limited term officers. Chief Ward updated the board on police hiring. No action taken.
8. Discussion / Decision on police department remodel.

Chief Ward presented a funding proposal for a new remodel project at the police department.

Motion by Ald. Holzem and seconded by Ald. Wojnicz to contribute $100,000.00 to the police department remodel project. Motion carried unanimously.

9. Referral of police department remodel donation to City Council. Referral of parking lot #4 pay station implementation to future parking board meeting.

10. Motion by Mayor Landers and seconded by Dan Zinke to adjourn. Motion carried unanimously.
