COMMON COUNCIL MEETING
CITY OF WISCONSIN DELLS
APRIL 21, 2020

Mayor Wojnicz called the meeting to order at 7:00P.M. Notice of the meeting was provided to
the Dells Events, WNNO Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes.

2. Pledge of Allegiance was said.

3. Motion by Ald. Holzem seconded by Ald. Marshall to approve the following consent
agenda items:
a. March 16, 2020 Common Council meeting minutes;
b. Schedule of Bills Payable dated April 21, 2020;
Motion carried unanimously.

4, Motion by Ald. Freel seconded by Ald. Marshall to approve the applications for a
Temporary Class B Beer (Picnic) License submitted by Wisconsin Dells Festivals Inc. for A
Fall Wine Walk October 3, 2020 and for Dells on Tap October 17, 2020. Motion carried
unanimously.

5. Motion by Ald. Freel seconded by Ald. Holzem to table the application for a Special
Events Permit submitted by the Downtown Dells Group/Fiorella Neira for Riverwalk
Days, August 29-30, 2020 as there were concerns brought up regarding non-local food
and merchandise vendors being brought in to sell. Motion carried unanimously.

6. Motion by Ald. Anchor seconded by Ald. Freel to approve the application for a Special
Events Permit submitted by Wisconsin Dells Festival Inc for Dells on Tap Saturday,
October 17, 2020. They will be asked to use the existing holes that were put in the fresh
blacktop last fall for the large tent. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Motion by Ald. Freel seconded by Ald. Anchor to approve the applications for renewal of
Firework Sales License received from Jeff Maurer, Brian Holzem, and Richard
Christensen for the licensing period of May 1, 2020 through April 30, 2021. Motion
carried 5-0-1 with Ald. Holzem abstaining.
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Motion by Ald. Holzem seconded by Ald. Marshall to approve the application for
renewal of Riding Stable Horses for Hire License submitted by Dells Adventure
Development; and the renewal of Backyard Chickens Permits submitted by Brian
Landers and Lou Tyminski for the licensing period of May 1, 2020 through April 30, 2021.
Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Ald. Holzem seconded by Ald. Anchor to approve the applications for renewal
of Seasonal Workforce Housing Facility Licenses submitted by Izek Cohen for 817 Oak
Street, Smart Staff LLC for 612 Vine Street, Mt Olympus for 2131 Wisconsin Dells
Parkway and 300 County A, and GTAM LLC for 2501 River Road for the licensing period
of May 1, 2020 through April 30, 2021. Motion carried unanimously.

Ald. Holzem introduced and moved for adoption of RESOLUTION NO. 5151. BE IT HEREBY
RESOLVED by the City of Wisconsin Dells; it approves a Conditional Use Permit to
Kirkpatric and Zachary Smith for a Seasonal Workforce Facility at 931 Capital Street,
Columbia County Parcel 11291-538, with the following conditions:

1. Facility shall follow all applicable city and state ordinances, standards and codes;
and remain current with applicable permits and licenses.

2. Facility is managed and maintained so that it does not become an nuisance.
Unresolved nuisances that can result in the revocation of this permit include, but
are not limited to: noise, property maintenance, garbage and parking.

3. If notice is provided of a “Chronic Nuisance” per city ordinance 17.10(3),
including nuisances resulting form inadequate maintenance and/or management
of the facility not explicitly identified as a “Chronic Nuisance Activity” in the
Chronic Nuisance Ordinance, it is grounds for revocation of this license and/or
permit.

4. The city shall always be provided with current management contact information.

5. This permit is issued solely to Kirkpatric and Zachary Smith and is not
transferable.

Ald. Freel seconded the motion. Upon roll call vote the motion carried 6-0. Resolution
adopted.

Ald. Anchor introduced and moved for adoption RESOLUTION NO. 5152. BE IT HEREBY
RESOLVED by the City of Wisconsin Dells; it approves a Conditional Use Permit to Trevor
Hickey for a walk-up service window at 122 Broadway, Columbia County Parcel 11291-
133, with the following conditions:

1. Operator shall ensure patrons being served or waiting for service at the window
do not impede traffic flow in the public right-of-way. As a general standard, 6 ft
of clear width shall be maintained on the public sidewalk at all times.

2. Operator maintains the sidewalks in front of their business and cleans up litter

associated with their business from the surrounding area.

Operator assists with emptying the sidewalk garbage can if necessary.

Applicant complies with any concerns from the Fire Department.

5. Thereis no “barking” or calling out from the booth to people on the sidewalk or
street.

Resolution adopted.

Ald. DeFosse introduced and moved for adoption RESOLUTION NO. 5153. BE IT HEREBY
RESOLVED by the City of Wisconsin Dells, it approves renaming the section of County
Hwy A between State Hwy 12 and Stand Rock Road “Brew Farm Road.” Ald. Marshall
seconded the motion. Upon roll call vote the motion carried 6-0. Resolution adopted.

Ald. Marshall introduced and moved for adoption RESOLUTION NO. 5154. BE IT HEREBY
RESOLVED by the City of Wisconsin Dells, it APPROVES the Encroachment Agreement
with Pleasant Valley Properties of Wisconsin LLC as part of the new high school round-
about intersection construction. Upon roll call vote the motion carried 6-0. Resolution
adopted.

Ald. Holzem introduced and moved for adoption the second reading of the following
ordinance:

Ordinance No. A-852
(Regulating Amusement Ride Locations)

The City of Wisconsin Dells, Adams, Columbia, Juneau and Sauk Counties, Wisconsin,
does hereby ordain as follows:

SECTION I: PURPOSE

To limit the locations in the City at which amusement rides are permitted i.e. within
amusement parks, theme parks or in connection with an overnight lodging site.

SECTION 1I: PROVISION CREATED

Wisconsin Dells Code Secs. 19.111.12.1, 19.111.12.8 and 19.110 are amended.

SECTION Ill: PROVISION AS CREATED:

(1) The land use definition of amusement ride at Zoning Code Sec. 19.111.12.1is
amended to include the following: Stand-alone amusement rides are not
permitted outside of outdoor entertainment/recreation areas or overnight
lodging premises.

(2) Amend the land use definition of outdoor entertainment/recreation at Zoning
Code Sec. 19.111.12.8 to provide as follows:

e OQutdoor entertainment/recreation. A place and/or structure or
facility or portion thereof, used or is intended for outdoor, uses or
events. The term includes, without limitation, race tracks, motocross
courses, sports arenas, outdoor shooting ranges, outdoor paintball
courses, outdoor waterparks, amusement parks and theme parks; and,
lodging premises with outdoor entertainment/recreation features.
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(3) Add the following definitions to General Definitions at Zoning Code Sec.
19.110:

e Amusement park. An amusement park is an outdoor facility or venue
that features various attractions including amusement rides and
games as well as other events and activities for entertainment
purposes.

e Theme park. A theme park is a type of amusement park that bases its
structures and attractions around a central theme or has multiple
areas with different themes.

SECTION 1V: VALIDITY

Should any section, clause or provision of the ordinance be declared by the courts to
be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any
part thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

SECTION V: CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED

All ordinances in conflict with any provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION VI: EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance shall be in force from and after its introduction and publication and
as provided by statute.

SECTION VII: PART OF CODE

This ordinance becomes a part of Wisconsin Dells Code, Chapter 19.

Ald. Anchor seconded the motion. Upon roll call vote the motion carried 6-0.
Ordinance adopted and in full force after publication.

Ald. Holzem introduced and moved for adoption the second reading of the following
ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. A-853
(Short-term Rentals)

The City of Wisconsin Dells, Adams, Columbia, Juneau and Sauk Counties, Wisconsin,
does hereby ordain as follows:

SECTION I: PURPOSE

The purpose of this ordinance is to limit short-term rentals in residential zoned
districts.

SECTION II: PROVISION AMENDED

Wisconsin Dells Code Sec. 16.35(1a)



SECTION 1ll: PROVISION AS AMENDED:

16.35(1a) Short Term Rentals.

Short Term Rentals, a form of Tourist Rooming House, as defined at

sub sec. (2)(k) below are permitted by right as an accessory use in all
zoning districts subject to the regulatory provisions of this section 16.35
and further subject to the following limitations:

(a) The total number of days of operation within any calendar year
shall not exceed 180 days which must be consecutive and must be
specified in advance.

(b) In residential zoned districts the short-term rental premises shall be
the applicant’s primary residence or secondary residence.

(c) For the purposes of this subsection:

i. primary residence means the place where the applicant lives
for the greatest amount of time during the year but at least
190 days.

ii. Secondary residence means a place at which the applicant
lives within the City on a periodic basis but not less than 40
days per year; and,

iii. A secondary residence may not be subject to a rental,
timeshare or property management agreement.

(d) Applicants for short-term rentals in residential districts shall
provide sworn statements regarding the primary or secondary
residence status and nature of the short-term rental premises on
a form prepared by the Zoning Administrator and approved by the
Common Council.

(e) A short-term rental applicant/operator may not be a LLC,
trust, non-profit or other corporate entity.

() No person may operate more than one (1) short-term rental
premises.

(g) The provisions of sub sec. (c) above shall apply to applications for
short-term rental premises filed after the effective date of this
ordinance.

SECTION IV: VALIDITY

Should any section, clause or provision of the ordinance be declared by the courts to
be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any
part thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

SECTION V: CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED
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All ordinances in conflict with any provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION VI: EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance shall be in force from and after its introduction and publication and
as provided by statute.

Ald. Anchor seconded the motion. Upon roll call vote the motion carried 6-0.
Ordinance adopted and in full force after publication.

Ald. Marshall introduced and moved for adoption the second reading of the
following ordinance:
ORDINANCE NO. A-854
(Amends Common Council Meeting Start Time)

The City of Wisconsin Dells, Adams, Columbia, Juneau and Sauk Counties, Wisconsin,
does hereby ordain as follows:

SECTION |: PURPOSE
Amends the start time of monthly Common Council meeting from 7:00pm to 6:30pm.

SECTION Il: PROVISION AMENDED
Wisconsin Dells Code sec. 2.04(1)

SECTION lll: PROVISION AS AMENDED
Wisconsin Dells Code sec. 2.04(1) is amended as follows:

2.04 COMMON COUNCIL PROCEDURE.
(1) Meeting Date. The regular meetings of the Common Council shall be held on
the third Monday of each month at Z00R-M- 6:30P.M. at the Wisconsin Dells
Municipal Building. The April meeting will be held on the third Tuesday of the
month before the reorganizational meeting.

SECTION IV: VALIDITY

Should any section, clause or provision of the ordinance be declared by the courts to be
invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any part
thereof, other than the part so declared to be invalid.

SECTION V: CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED

All ordinances in conflict with any provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION VI: EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance shall be in force from and after its introduction and publication as
provided by statute.
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SECTION VII: PART OF CODE

This ordinance becomes a part of Wisconsin Dells Code, Chapter 2
