DRC MEETING
CITY OF WISCONSIN DELLS
MUNICIPAL BUILDING-300 LACROSSE STREET
January 11, 2017
Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:05 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes


1. Present: Chairman Ald. Dar Mor, Maria Rosholt, Ben Borcher, Dan Gavinski, Jacqueline Morse
[bookmark: _GoBack]Others:	City Planner/Zoning Administrator Chris Tollaksen, Juli Mor, Ald. Brian Holzem, Thad Meister from Park & Rec dept, Tom Turbett, Dominic Flath, Dave Jahnke, Rich Makowski, and Ed Legge from the Dells Events.  
2. Motion to approve the Minutes from December 7, 2016 meeting by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
3. Sign Applications: River Inn - Motion to approve by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
Skybox Sports Bar and Grill – It was noted that the roof sign on the building will need to go away. Motion to approve by Gavinski, second by Morse. Motion carried.
Bowman Park Sign – Tom Turbett was looking for input not approval. He wants to replace the vinyl covered wood posts with aluminum posts but he’s open to suggestions. Gavinski mentioned that we are looking to get away from white backgrounds. Will all the park signs would be replaced at one time? Thad Meister said wasn’t sure about the schedule of replacement but he was okay with earth tones instead of the white background. Mor asked Tom to come up with alternatives and send to Morse first.
4. Proposed Legacy Sign Applications: Old Time Portraits Canopy Sign – Gavinski asked what restrictions will there be if it needs to be replaced in the future. Chris T said that signs on the sides of canopys are discouraged and instead we would ask for a blade sign. Plus the structure itself as a canopy would not work again. If it was destroyed it would not be able to be rebuilt. There is a deadline for this year to apply for the legacy status. Borcher asked about the sign hanging under the canopy. Chris T thinks the canopy side meets the legacy status and will protect them in the future but it isn’t really necessary. Can we ask the other signs to come into compliance? Dave Jahnke gave the history of the sign being built and why they desire the legacy designation. Mor say it will protect it for the future if a different committee in the future challenged some rules. That’s the only advantage he can see. Borcher asked again if the hanging sign is ok and was told it would be grandfathered in. Chris T said that if they came back in for a blade sign approval that they could not also have a side canopy sign. These were only meant for businesses who could not have a blade sign. Borcher asked what happens if a new tenant comes in. Chris T said they can’t change the sign name etc, legacy sign doesn’t allow for that. Motion to accept Chris T’s recommendation of acceptance by Gavinski, second by Borcher. Motion carried.
5. Outdoor Seating Applications: None
6. Building/Site Plan Applications: None
7. Design Standards and Ordinance Updates: Monument Signs -  discussed raising the standard from 6 ft to something higher (10 ft) when it’s off Broadway or on East Broadway. Mauers is an example. Chris T said they could always just apply for a waiver too. Borcher asked if the background on these have to be opaque as well. Chris T said our standards are not clear. We have asked others to comply with that however. This should be cleaned up in the Monument Sign section. Multi-tenant signs have different needs and should be addressed separately. Tom T says he’s found some inconsistencies in the Design Standards and he would be willing to sit down with Chris T and go over them. Chris T accepted thankfully. Mor asked again, do we want to change the Monument sign height to 10 ft for Off Broadway/East Broadway?  The general consensus was yes.
Incidental Signs: There was a general discussion. No permit is required for special promotions, hours of operation, Realtors house sale signs, etc. Do beer signs count? The decision was no, as they are not incidental signs but product signs. They must be counted in the 25% allowed however. We can specifically mention them in the standards. The ordinance is more strict on 1st floor than upper stories.
