Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:12 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

2. Motion to approve the Minutes from January 11, 2016 meeting by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
3. Sign Applications: Woodside Dells Hotel & Suites & Mama Z’s Grill -  Mama Z’s is a pole sign and they are no longer allowed in our ordinance. It would need to change to a monument sign. Putting a landscaped base on it would definitely make it a monument sign and be required. The DRC is looking at some changes to the monument sign section so giving them some time to replace is a good idea. Can be up to 60 s ft? Can we allow this for a year while we investigate changes to our standards? Yes. 144 sq ft is total signage allowed in each direction. Since this is located on East Broadway there can be a little more leniency. The height restrictions may not be necessary here. Chris T would like Mid State’s opinion on the 60 sq ft if we change the standards to 10 ft in height. Backgrounds still need to be opaque, no internally lit signs. This applies to on-premise signs only on East Broadway. Motion by Gavinski to make the background opaque and approve for 1 year to give DRC time to discuss changes to the standards, second by Rosholt. Motion carried. Woodside sign is already up. Motion by Gavinski to approve for 1 year but not require the background to be opaque since it is already up, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
4. Outdoor Seating Applications: None
5. Building/Site Plan Applications: None
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Design Standards and Ordinance Updates: Food Trucks & Carts – General discussion of food trucks that are mobile or brought in for the season. Could this be a conditional use permit with an application to the DRC for the aesthetics. Is this set up as real property and taxed as such? There is the thought that we need to be open to these as they are really popular right now. We’d like to have them on private property and associated with a restaurant. There should be a fee associated with this. For instance, could Trumble’s parking lot be a food truck lot since there is no restrooms, no restaurant associated but it is private property? Mor thinks it needs to be tied to an existing restaurant. They will need a restaurant license or could they fall under the attached restaurant license? They normally go “home” to their base for a restaurant license from the state. State would not normally issue a mobile restaurant license so we may have to require them to year-round. Chris T can talk to the Dept of Ag and get some answers as to what is allowed. Are there issues with beer and wine licenses too? Mor agrees we need answers from the state. Chris said alcohol has to be licensed on the property it is sitting on. The state is not in favor of them and Chris T says they do not always give a definitive answer. The state is set up for the truck to come in, sell and then go home to clean, etc. Mor says our downtown restaurants have struggled in the past and need to be protected. We cannot allow the trucks on public property. Does it follow our standards & aesthetics? The DRC is tasked with the aesthetics, whether they can get a license from the state is another matter.
