DRC MEETING
CITY OF WISCONSIN DELLS

February 8, 2017
Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:04 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

1. Present: Chairman Ald. Dar Mor, Maria Rosholt, Dan Gavinski, Jacqueline Morse, Ben Borcher
Others:	City Planner/Zoning Administrator Chris Tollaksen, Juli Mor, Ald. Brian Holzem, Eric Helland, Mark Sweet, and Ed Legge from the Dells Events.  
2. Motion to approve the Minutes from January 25, 2016 meeting by Rosholt, second by Morse. Motion carried.
3. Sign Applications: Rocky Rococo – Discussed the colors shown vs the rendering. Motion by Gavinski to approve, second by Morse. Motion carried.
Mama Z’s – Edits to the sign shown 2 weeks ago. Mor would like to see a planter foundation as it gives it a more balanced look. Chris T if we decide they need to have a monument sign then a foundation will be required. Letters can be lit and the fire image only. Gavinski made the motion to approve the sign presented with the request that it abide by the Monument sign rules when they are finished by the DRC, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
4. Outdoor Seating Applications: None
5. Building/Site Plan Applications: None
6. Design Standards and Ordinance Updates: Monument Signs – General discussion of monument signs and changing the standards for off-Broadway and East Broadway. The recommendation is to change the height allowed to 16 ft and go up to 144 sq ft max. Mor asked Chris T to get a price from MSA to update our Standards. Motion by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
Off-Premise Signs outside of Downtown - For an on-premise pole sign being sold does not automatically trigger the removal of the sign in East Broadway or off-Broadway. There can be an exception but these will be on a case by case basis. We will still require off-premise and roof signs to be removed. A change of ownership will trigger the removal of roof signs also. It was also mentioned that we will want no orange straps on vinyl signs and will also want to put some rules on the actual structure of the sign. We will get MSA’s opinion on uniform height and distance from the road, etc. Motion by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
Approval of copy changes – Do we need an ordinance change of changing copy for existing signs. Does DRC need to see everything? There should be some control of cursing & offensive language. We will eventually come up with a standard to handle this. Gavinski made a motion to remove language that says we must approve copy changes outside of the C-2 district, second by Borcher. Motion carried.
Vending machine signage – leave as is
Canopies vs. Awnings – Right now businesses can use the side of canopies if a blade sign won’t work. Can we make an exception for hardship case where it will not quite fit under a canopy?  What authority do we have with a faded vinyl canopy? How much counts as normal maintenance? Borcher made a motion to change to not allow signs on canopies either, second by Morse. Motion carried. Rosholt asked what about a silhouette or graphic? Chris T said usually yes.
LED string lights – MSA recommendation says lights should not too bright, they should be clear or white only and commercial grade. We need something more specific for our standards. Christmas lights in trees year-round are a no? 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Window Coverings in Off-Season – Chris T said we are evaluating aesthetics based on standards. Some stores handle this differently than others. Some look okay, some look bad. Holzem spoke on why he covers his fudge shop windows with a white material during the winter months. He says it protects his inventory and keeps the sun from damaging items in the store. Any change would be an ordinance change so this needs to be researched more extensively. We will ask MSA to study it and give us recommendations and examples of other places.
