DRC MEETING

February 22, 2017
Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:06 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

2. Motion to approve the Minutes from February 8, 2016 meeting by Borcher, second by Morse. Motion carried.
3. Sign Applications: Wisconsin Dells Fudge – Brian Holzem informed the committee that he was applying for a façade improvement grant and as part of those improvements he was interested in a blade sign per the recommendations of our design standards. He showed a wall sign and said there will be gooseneck lights above the wall sign. Chris T would like to go through the application still. The photo does not show the lights and he’d like to figure out a spot for a blade sign. Gavinski asked if the building was going to be painted to fit our standards. Morse agrees and said we’d really like to get rid of white and suggested a tan or beige color. Holzem says he likes the existing contrast. Mor doesn’t mind the look but Morse again stated she does not like the white and referred to our Design Standards which are based on what Zebra Dog recommended. Chris T said we have asked other people to change to cream or beige. By them asking for the grant we can ask for more changes. Fixing windows and other historical façade features. Brian asked for color suggestions. Morse will give recommendations based on the bricks on the building. Holzem will come back in 2 weeks with a complete application. The sign itself is a sand blasted wood sign with matte bronze background. Gavinski motioned to accept the sign as presented with the gooseneck lights, second by Borcher. Motion carried.
4. Outdoor Seating Applications: The Keg – Koehler would like to extend his year permit for longer since he’s not quite ready to finish the project. Gavinski brought up the water issues at the site and mentioned the fix with gravel is only short term. He also does not like the look of the pallet wall on the back side. He doesn’t think the DRC approved a 2-level pallet wall. Borcher asked if this would be the last extension and Koehler said yes. Koehler said he’s trying to buy the building next door and it would affect what he does in his current set up. He said the city will regrade the alley at that time to fix the water issues. Gavinski motioned to extend for 1 year and 1 year only, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
City Park Signs- Presented by Thad Meister. Question should he use the City logo or the Dells River Arts logo? Discussion on splitting them and using both logos. No decision.
5. Building/Site Plan Applications: None
6. Design Standards and Ordinance Updates: Review what was discussed in the past couple of meetings. Mor noted that item 3 needed to be updated to say we could use vinyl. Gavinski asked if we could have some leeway for where East Broadway starts. Could the language change to bordering on Church Street so both sides of the road would qualify? Brought up the example of Fitzgerald’s on Church and Broadway. Chris T will look at changing the language. Number 5 Window Coverings – MSA will have a proposal. Number 7 Super Graphics – Sponsoring a mural, how big can the sponsor logo be? Up to 5% of total size. Number 8-14- ok as is.
