DRC MEETING

April 19, 2017
Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

1. Present: Chairman Ald. Dar Mor, Maria Rosholt, Dan Gavinski, Jacqueline Morse, Ben Borcher
Others:	City Planner/Zoning Administrator Chris Tollaksen, Juli Mor, Steve Tremlett from MSA, Vladimir Vylkov, Mark Sweet, Nick Morse, Eric Helland and Ed Legge from the Dells Events.  
2. Motion to approve Minutes April 5, 2017 meeting by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
3. Sign Applications: A. Macs – Blade sign will be moved by the entrance. Rosholt made a motion to approve, second by Borcher, Morse abstain. Motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]B. Frozen Bear –Mark Sweet says the igloo and sign would be mounted on an 8X8 ft. patio/stage near the Mexican restaurant side. This is private property. The mayor is opposed to the igloo/bear and thinks it is not the look we are going for downtown. Mor would like to see a site plan instead of all the individual elements. Morse is concerned about the white bear and igloo getting dirty. Sweet said they could throw a tarp over it each night to protect it. No one thought that was great. Morse asked if kids would be able to play on it? Sweet answered no because of the liability. The igloo is solid, not hollow. It is made from a dense fire retardant foam by Mount Olympus. Chris T says the pole sign with the name and A-frame could be defined as part of a photo display and not be a sign at all. Borcher said he needs to see a layout since it’s difficult to visualize and approve this way. Mor asked for a site plan and Sweet agreed. Motion by Gavinski to table until a site plan is shown, second by Borcher. Motion carried. The plastic A-frame is included in the tabled motion.
4. Building Site Plans: A. Frozen Bear -  Motion by Borcher, second by Rosholt to table until site plan is presented. Motion carried.
B. Creperie – Will put a veneer right over by Kilbourn Roofing. Morse worked with the owners to come up with a color scheme. These are pre-painted pieces. Morse prefers the blue, Kilbourn Roofing prefers the champagne color. Owners are okay with either. They will apply for the facade improvement grant as this is a more expensive option. Motion to approve with sky blue color by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
5. Facade Improvement Grant: A. Macs – It appears to hit all the Design Standards. Mor said it looks great. Morse said she discovered that dustless blasting is the best way to take paint off brick without damaging it. Motion by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Morse abstain. Motion carried
B. Glass & Gift Adjustment – Motion by Gavinski, second by Rosholt to accept change shown. Motion carried.
6. Sidewalk Café plan: Creperie – There would not be any seating but Chris T thought the committee should approve the use of selling food out of the window to someone on the sidewalk. They must keep the area clean. Motion by Borcher to approve, second by Morse. Motion carried.
7. Design Standards and Ordinance Updates – Steve from MSA Café Zones were first. Eric H doesn’t like the uniformity of color and style in the outside table and chairs for number 5. Number 7 DRC approved receptacles can be provided with or without wait service. Mor says they may have wait service on some days only. On private property they can supply their own. Helland asked if they are responsible for maintaining and the answer was yes. Helland asked if there was a sign necessary to prevent them from leaving space with alcohol. That does not fall under DRC control.
Food Trucks/Food Carts –Mor, can we stop using the term food truck and just stay with food cart? If these are not taxable then there should be a fee associated with it. PRT (Premier Resort Tax) payments – they must provide clear proof of this. Each cart needs its own agreement with the city. Food carts must be tied to a restaurant and bathrooms.
