DRC MEETING
CITY OF WISCONSIN DELLS

May 03, 2017
Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10:01 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

1. Present: Chairman Ald. Dar Mor, Maria Rosholt, Dan Gavinski, Jacqueline Morse, Ben Borcher
Others:	City Planner/Zoning Administrator Chris Tollaksen, Juli Mor, Steve Tremlett from MSA, Mark Sweet, Hans Helland, Trajche Illijeske and Ed Legge from the Dells Events.  
2. Motion to approve Minutes April 19, 2017 meeting by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
3. See below #6 
4. Sign Applications: A. Ebago – New sign. Borcher asked about product being displayed on outside of booth. Mor asked about fluorescent light being switched out to something else. LED strip lighting cannot flash or change colors. The lights need to be more decorative. Come back and have Chris T look at them and approve.  Gavinski made a motion to approve without the perimeter lighting plus new lighting above the sign to be approved by Chris T & Mor, second by Rosholt, Motion carried.
B. Macs –White letters go on the outside. Motion by Rosholt, second by Borcher, Morse abstain. Motion carried. 
C. Ye Olde Nerd Shop – Took out green. Motion to approve by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
D. The Point – 3 versions presented. Morse & Rosholt, no to #2. Awning under the sign or a new awning? Wil there be clearance issues? Chris T will check. Mor thinks we need to see more specifics before giving approvals. Option 1 What are the materials used? We need more information. Borcher motion to table until final design and materials are known, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
5. Building Site Plans: A. Ebago Tattoo -  Stain/lacquer of wood front. Motion by Morse, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
B. Carwood – Painted it dark gray without approval. Canopy does not cover the entire width. If The Point does an awning/canopy will there be a gap? How difficult to replace so it covers the entire booth? Also, how does it fit with next door The Point? Motion by Gavinski, second by Rosholt to approve the paint. Motion carried.
C. Frozen Bear – Sweet brought a display to show with a hand-drawn site plan. The igloo & bear will take up most of the 8X8 stage. The idea is for photo opportunities. Morse thinks it’s a great idea but do we want this downtown or do we want something classic & vintage? The white concerns her. Would prefer not to see it outside. Chris T thinks it adds interest but agrees it needs to be kept clean and maintained. He is optimistic the city will be able to keep up on enforcement. The bear will come inside at night according to Sweet. Motion by Borcher, second by Rosholt to approve for 1 year to review how it worked and looked. This does not include the sign. Motion approved.
D. Riverview/Cheesy Tomato – Cheesy Tomato started painting without approval. They are matching the DBC building next door. Trim will be brown. We need the specific site plan before we approve anything. Does the roof sign on ticket booth have a business that is no longer viable? Chris T will check. Table this until the deck plan & colors are decided. Motion to table by Rosholt, second by Morse. Motion carried.
Riverview Patio Fence – Along sidewalk it is black, but it is glass along the river. The new look being proposed is nautical, and metal. It can’t be climbed on and would be in black. Morse liked the glass look and feels the presented choice is too busy. This is a major investment and the main entrance to the town. Mor can General Engineering put this choice into the site plan so we can see how it looks along the river?  Or should we discuss with Eric? Gavinski made a motion, second by Morse to approve the original rendering (black railing on sidewalk, glass on river). Motion carried.
E. Aloha Shop – The facade will need 3 lights instead of 4. Motion to approve by Rosholt, second by Morse. Motion carried.
6. Design Standards Updates by MSA: Outdoor Retail Sales: Delete #3 on Standards, add unless approved by DRC to 38. Delete folding on #9. Delete word mannequin on # 17. Delete letter E on Recommendations. Holzem does not agree with # 8. He also has an issue with #9 but will try to work with it. General discussion of not allowing paper on the windows for a temporary cover in off season. Can the city provide a river scene to display for owners? An y materials used must be a neutral color. Discussion on food carts and the definitions of truck vs. cart. Discussion on Pole Signs – 100 ft apart or 200 ft apart for new signs. Dan doesn’t want all the existing signs to become non-conforming. Mor says at 100 ft apart they block each other. Chris T will work with Attorney Hasler on language.
