	Ald. Mor called the meeting to order at 10 AM. Notice of the meeting was provided to the Dells Events, WNNO/WDLS Radio, and posted in accordance with State Statutes

Motion to approve Minutes for Nov 29, 2017 meeting by Gavinski, second by Borcher. Motion carried.
Public Hearing for a Conditional Use Permit – Clawolf, LLC to consider allowing legal non-conforming signs to remain after a transfer of ownership of the property. There are two signs on the property right now. A pole sign that is on premise which advertises for My Car Wash and for Church Street Laundry and an off-premise pole sign that advertises for Mauer’s Market on one side and the Original Wisconsin Ducks on the other. There is a lease in place for 15 yrs. The request is to allow the off-premise signs to remain for the remainder of the lease period and they will be removed when the current lease expires if there is a land sale. The sale of the property is contingent on the lease being upheld. The current sign ordinance does not allow pole signs on Broadway plus it also prohibits off-premise signs on Broadway. The off-premise sign would need to be removed and the on premise sign would need to be converted to a monument sign to conform to the new standards. Attorney Hasler believes it is appropriate to approve what Mr. Wolfram is asking. A neighbor, Mr. Anderson, spoke highly of both businesses, My Car Wash & Church Street Laundry and supports honoring the lease. Attorney Hasler also said that everything has to be consistent with State law. The ordinance is enforceable to the extent that with a change of ownership or changes to the signs 50% value, it may need to come into compliance. Chris T said we would at some point like to see the on premise non-conforming sign come into compliance. Mr.Wolfram is very willing to work with the City as long as he owns the property. Will it need to come down in 15 years? It depends on the covenant between the city and the owner. There needs to be a dialogue between those involved. Attorney Hasler said there could be modifications down the road if both parties agree. If people buy property with covenants then they know about it ahead of time. If there is an agreement with a 15 year take down the sign aspect and State law does not support that, why would they agree? To help out the downtown revitalization plans and the City’s new design standards is why it is hoped people would agree to that. Public hearing closed.
Discussion/Decision on #3 – Motion to approve the application as presented and attached agreement for possible consideration by the parties involved by Borcher, second by Rosholt, Gavinski abstain. Motion carried.
Sign Applications: A. Travel Mart, 802 Broadway – Wall Sign. Motion by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
B. Affordable Leather, 513 Broadway – Wall Sign. Rosholt immediately commented that this sign is not compatible with the other signs on the building. It’s too busy and not very readable. Standards do not allow internally illuminated signs. Tom Turbett of Rainbow signs showed another version an opaque background but still very busy. Gavinski questioned the use of the Wisconsin River as a background. Many comments on all of the logos being used and everything being the same size. Motion to approve the second version with the opaque background by Rosholt, second by Gavinski. Motion carried.
C. Asador, 452 Broadway – Window Signs. These signs were put up along the top of the windows. They consist of photos of food and some words. The beer signs are too solid. They need to be only the letters of the beer. Motion by Rosholt to approve with no Dos Equis or Corona signs as presented, they need to just have the name of the beer with no background or remove the food signs from that window, second by Borcher. Motion carried. 
Outdoor Beverage/Dining: A(1). Asador, 452 Broadway – They are interested in a taco bar outside on their patio. 
The DRC would like to see the plans first. No action on Taco Bar until plans presented.
A(2).  Asador would also like to be able to utilize an outdoor beverage bar to prepare and serve drinks for customers of the existing outdoor dining area.  It cannot be an actual bar with barstools. Motion to approve with the understanding that it does not become an actual bar with stools by Borcher, second by Rosholt. Motion carried. 
B. San Antonio – Prelim for Eddy St project. They would like to put seating in front of their building similar to what High Rock. The seating would be next to the building. The City is taking the parking in front so they should consider this when designing the space. We will need to see their plan/furniture.  Motion to approve by Gavinski, second by Rosholt. Motion carried.
